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I was astounded by the marvellous pictures recently sent back from Saturn by the Cassini spacecraft, launched from Florida in October 1997. It took almost seven years to reach Saturn. 

The spacecraft has travelled 2.2 billion miles and the maximum speed clocked by Cassini was 98,000 mph. 

For as long as humans have looked up with telescopes, the finest, most alluring thing they could see was the ringed planet. Galileo, the first one to see the rings, never knew what he was looking at. They have been a symbol of mystery ever since, of ineffable things just beyond our reach.
The highly heated debate and discussion about how our universe and Earth began has been going on for many centuries. With the moon landings and Cassini, scientists have been able to explore our outer world. In their research many scientist believe that the universe was created not by a God or a divine force but by a Big Bang.
Nothing Cassini has done or found has faltered my belief that God started the power and energies in the Big Bang explosion and the entire plan was created by God to make our universe, Earth and moon. In fact the sheer size and magnificence of space makes God more plausible.

What Cassini has done has moved my soul, my mind and my imagination. It has made me freer and bigger by showing how little I know and how much more room there is to expand my thoughts and dreams. How little of God's repertoire I have even guessed at.
My husband was giving a talk on the moon landings at an Easter Fish and Chip supper and contacted Buzz Aldrin. Amazingly Buzz took the time to wish our talk well and confirmed that he had administered communion to himself before leaving the lunar module. 

He said, "In the one-sixth gravity of the moon the wine curled slowly and gracefully up the side of the cup. It was interesting to think that the very first liquid ever poured on the moon, and the first food eaten there, were communion elements."
I believe that science and religion are not incompatible, one of the most well known scientist Albert Einstein recognized the impossibility of a non-created universe. A famous saying of his was "Science without religion is lame, religion without science is blind." Just as many do not believe in God and the virgin birth and the resurrection and whilst I cannot explain these things I believe them as I have faith.
Faith is defined as belief with strong conviction; firm belief in something for which there may be no tangible proof. Faith is the opposite of doubt.
