Dear Friends,

The month of November brings us to the end of the Christian year (the new year begins with Advent Sunday on 3rd December). In the past, Sundays of November were just the last of the interminable Sundays after Trinity. The Common Worship lectionary stops calling them "Sundays after Trinity" and starts talking of "Sundays before Advent". The four Sundays before Advent encompass the celebration of All Saints (1st Nov), The Commemoration of All Souls (2nd Nov) Remembrance Sunday (2nd Sunday of November) and ends now with the Feast of Christ the King when we celebrate the all-encompassing rule of Christ. To mark the distinctiveness of these four Sundays we are given the option of using red vestments and hangings instead of the green of Trinity. In some quarters these Sundays are given the distinctive name of "The Kingdom Season".

This time is also an important time for Castle Camps and Horseheath as both the churches are dedicated to All Saints, so at this time we will be marking their Patronal Festivals. First on Sunday 29th October at 18:00 there will be Choral Evensong when we will be joined by David Parry-Jones and the choir from Linton. The service will be followed by refreshments. The following Sunday at 10:00 at Horseheath we will celebrate with a Family Eucharist in which the children from the Sunday Club will play a large part. 

All Souls the commemoration of the Faithful departed we will be marking at 16:00 on the 5th November. Whereas All Saints celebrates those special people in whom the Church has seen God s grace at work, All Souls allows us to remember with thanksgiving those whom we have loved, who have died and we pray share with the saints in the joy of heaven. In the service the congregation will be invited to come forward and light candles for their loved ones who have died and during the prayers we will specifically name people we wish to be remembered. I will automatically be including the names of those whose funerals I have taken in the last year and invite their families to join us for the service. There will also be lists in the three Churches for you to add the names of family or friends you would wish to be remembered, apart from those you can always ring or email me with any names. 

Remembrance will be marked in the morning of 12th at Castle Camps and in the afternoon at Horseheath. On the 26th at Shudy we will celebrate Christ the King and look forward to that time when we with All Saints and All Souls will live under the reign of Christ in God’s heavenly Kingdom.
