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February 2018 – March 2018
Back in July, Andy Webb trialed our idea for a Café Church at Shudy which would regularly offer good quality coffee, cake and other nice food in the church.  We can now announce that:
St Mary’s Village Café will pop up for the first time on Saturday 24th February from 10am - 12 noon.

There will be freshly brewed coffee and tea with homemade cakes, savouries and biscuits; all at reasonable prices. Everyone is welcome, not just residents of Shudy. There will be toys and activities for children who also get free squash and biscuits. We will be rearranging the furniture at the back of church to find a comfortable space for the Café. This means that the chancel will be free if anyone wishes to take a few quiet moments and perhaps light a candle. In the chancel there will also be the 10.45 slot, a quarter of an hour of Reflection and Prayer which everyone is welcome to join in, but if it’s not your thing you’re free to stay back and chat with your friends.  We very much hope that the Café will be a focus for the village where friends and neighbours can meet and chat. So when the Café pops up, please pop in and help us to make this venture a success for everyone.  

I now move to confirmation. I have had a request from somebody to be confirmed so will be organizing some confirmation classes later in the year. The act of confirmation symbolises the gift of the Holy Spirit - the Spirit of wisdom and understanding; the Spirit of counsel and inward strength; the Spirit of knowledge and true godliness. It is not that we haven’t received the Holy Spirit at baptism, but at confirmation we receive a fresh measure of the Spirit, a measure that is about being an active and adult Christian. If you are interested in being confirmed please let me know. If you’re not confirmed and are in two minds whether you want to be the answer is almost certainly, you should!. There is no age limit for confirmation and I have known occasions when three generations of a family the adult children, their parents and their grandmother have all been confirmed together at the same service.  

Finally prayer or more accurately intercessions.  It would be good to have members of the laity leading the intercessions at our 10am services. If you would be interested in being part of this please let me know and I will organize some training.

A message from the Revd. Maggie Guite

So, the diocese of Oxford has decided that he can be ordained without some of the normal training requirements. The ordination will be on Saturday 30th June at Christ Church Cathedral in Oxford, and Michael has said he would love it if some of us went to support him. He will be continuing in his teaching post for the following academic year at Eton, but by the summer of 2019,  when he will be due to be ordained priest, he will be about to retire from there , and come and live in Linton!. He hopes, once back here, to find some part-time teaching work, and to serve as non-stipendiary minister in our Team. It will be great to have him to help us, especially as sometime during the summer or early autumn of 2019, Nicola will have to leave us for her first incumbency. More details of all this later, but I’m sure you will all join me in congratulating Michael, and in looking forward to his more permanent role among us along with Alison.

Secondly, I need to let you know that the Bishop has granted me some study leave this coming year. I plan to take it from the beginning of September to the beginning of November. This is so I can work on the papers of Stephen Sykes, one-time Bishop of Ely, and also a leading academic theologian of the recent past. I shall be taking the study leave at home, which will require great discipline from me, (and from you), to keep me entirely out of parish and Team affairs over that period of time. So, I seek your understanding and cooperation!
